9th Grade Connections

In Physical Science Class, the students are exploring
the concepts of radioactivity. They are also working
on Science Fair Projects. Science Fair Projects are
due in December. The students will have the oppor-
tunity to participate in the Science Fair which will be
held in January. In English, Mr. Kulinna has his
students doing a special reading project in which the
students can pick from one of four books. The books
are Romiette and Julio, The Pact, Slam, and Hoop
Dreams. The students are analyzing adolescent lives
through literature. Ninth grade American Democracy
has just finished a PowerPoint presentation that ex-
hibits an American Revolution era personality. The
9th grade was able to put their technological talents
on display with the creative functions available
through the Microsoft Office software. Ms. Cope-
landis Pre Algebra classes are learning how to solve
one-step equations. Her Algebra classes are working
with the Distributive Property and solving two-step
equations. Students in Business Technology | are
completing the Microsoft Word unit and will soon
begin lessons on Microsoft PowerPoint. Ms. Erick-
sonis 9th grade Spanish students have recently
started discussing class schedules, are learning to
identify different classes, and have been discussing
various aspects of their classes, such as homework,
teachers, etc.

11th Grade Connections

11th grade students in Mr. Downsi class are cur-
rently learning the different bonding types (iconic,
covalent, alloy, hydrogen bridge, etc.) and the prop-
erties associated with each bond type. Topics such
as solubility, polarity, electronegativity, precipitation,
and polymers are covered in this chapter as well. In
English, students are delving into the world of maca-
bre literature by analyzing works by Edgar Allan Poe
and Stephen King. Then, the students will try their
own hand at the horrifying and gruesome by writing
macabre-themed stories. The student who writes the
most creative, unique story will not only win brag-
ging rights, but their story will appear on the final
exam! Mr. Greenawaltis American History classes are
exploring the American Revolution. Students will
ponder and analyze the path to independence by
participating in lively discussions and battle re-
enactments. Ms. Boydis Algebra Il students thus far
have acquired new knowledge and applied old
knowledge to concepts such as the tools of Algebra
and functions, equations and graphs. The students
are being tested on their learnt knowledge of func-
tions, equations, and graphs. These content areas
are pertinent to the studentsj success on the PSSA
exams. In Business Technology I, Mr. Voit has his
students studying how a free enterprise system
works. They are learning about business social re-
sponsibilities and ethics as it relates to marketing.

10th Grade Connections

Mr. Palmer has moved back into the classroom. Although
he is still maintaining some of his vice-principal duties, he
has his students hard at work. Mr. Palmer is covering plant
and animal cells with his Biology students. They are cover-
ing the function and structure of cells. Mr. Maloney is in-
troducing the writing of William Shakespeare to his English
Il students. Students are reading 0Julius Caesaré and do-
ing various activities with the book. In World Cultures, Mr.
Wilson has his students researching the Middle Ages and
working on research papers. Mr. Witon has his Algebra
students solving equations, and his Geometry students are
using slope to determine polynomials. In Business Technol-
ogy ll, students are currently learning about what it takes
to own and operate their own business. They are studying
how to be a leader and the skills that are required to man-
age a business. Spanish students in both 10th and 11th
grades have been focusing on using the language in con-
versation settings. The students are currently creating dia-
logues in which they will serve both as an interviewer and
an interviewee for a (foreign exchange student.i
