3.Demonstrate academic effort by achieving a 
C+ average or higher and not have any failing 
grades. 

4.Demonstrate a financial need. 

5. Demonstrate commitment to and 

involvement in community service to the  

satisfaction of the Advisory Committee. 

6. Demonstrate commitment to and  

involvement in the Boys & Girls Clubs to 

the satisfaction of the Advisory Committee. 

7. Complete an application and include 

one page essay explaining òHow I intend to  

benefit from my college educationó.
